 The judge’s decision is final. 
 All participants must sign an Acknowledgement of Risk form. 
 All participants must wear an ASTM/SEI approved safety helmet whenever mounted on a horse. 
 Certificate of Negative Coggins and rabies shots, within the last year but no less than 14 days, 

must accompany the horse to the fairgrounds and will be verified at registration. 
 NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES WILL BE ALLOWED.
