Clubs will not be
eligible for tax exempt status if they are not
chartered and listed on the NY State data base.

Remember your club must have a club charter!
Because a 4-H club is an official entity of Cornell
Cooperative Extension it must operate within the
fiscal parameters set by the CCE system. As a tax-
supported organization Cornell Cooperative Extension
must ensure that all monies raised or collected by
groups under the auspices are used for appropriate
purpose and accounted for properly.

Financial Procedures for 4-H Clubs:

The club, when organized, must agree to:

» maintain records of contributions received and
financial transactions

» submit a report of programs, events, etc. to the
extension educator on an annual basis

» submit a financial statement, including all
financial  transactions, to the extension
association at least annually

» apply for its own tax identification number if the
club maintains a bank account

» if the club treasury has a $1.00 or more they are
required to file Form 990-N, Electronic Notice
for Tax- Exempt Organizations

near future to discuss these new rules and
regulations. First, the Extension office needs to put
policies and procedures together in order to handle
the new forms and filings. Watch future Clover
Scenes for more details.
