Save in the Kitchen 
• When using the oven, cook as many dishes 
together as you can.  If the recipe calls for separate 
temperature settings, just set it in the middle.  
Adjust cooking time rather than using the oven twice. 
• Cook with lids on your pans.  For example, cooking 
spaghetti without the lid can use as much as three 
times the energy.  For flawless spaghetti every time: 
bring water to a boil, add pasta and bring to a rolling 
boil again, cover pot, turn off heat source and let 
stand 10 minutes. 
• Use the smallest pan and burner needed for the 
job.  Likewise, for small jobs, use the toaster oven 
instead of the regular oven. 
• Don’t preheat the oven any longer than necessary; 
it wastes a tremendous amount of heat. 
• If the oven self-cleans, turn the self-cleaner on 
just after use, while the oven is still hot. 
• Don’t peek in the oven as you cook.  Every time the 
door is opened heat escapes. 
• Contact a qualified heating contractor if your gas 
burners have a yellow flame instead of a blue.  Yellow 
flames may mean the gas is not burning efficiently.
