Where your Home Energy Dollars Go:  
Heating and Air Conditioning – 42% 
Water Heating – 14% 
Other Appliances – 28% 
Lights - 8% 
Refrigerator – 8% 
 
The electricity generated by fossil fuels for a 
single home puts more carbon dioxide into the air 
than two average cars! 
$ Replace a 60-watt all night light bulb with a 4 

watt night light: $19.00 per year  
$ Unplug a second frost-free freezer (in use in a 

heated area): $202.00 per year 
$ Replace one 75 watt bulb with a 20 watt high 

efficiency bulb: $74.00 per year 
$ Replace electrically-heated waterbed with 

conventional mattress: $202.00 per year 
Check out these costs! 
Electric Space Heater: 8 hours per day = $44.88 per 
month 
$ Electric Blanket: 8 hours per night = $1.66 per 

month  
$ Room Air Conditioner: 8 days = $32.24 per month 
$ Ceiling or Box Fan: = $2.49 per month  
Other ideas for saving $ 
$ Turn off and un-plug non-essential lights and 

appliances. 
$ Turn thermostats down to 68 degrees or below.  

Reduce the setting to 55 degrees before going to 
sleep or leaving for the day.  For each 1 degree 
you’ll save 2% - 5% on your heating bills. Consider 
installing a programmable thermostat that costs 
about $30.00 

$ Use compact florescent lights – they are 4x more 
energy efficient than incandescent. 

$ Use task lighting – instead of lighting the whole
