Scholarship Application

General Information

Cornell Cooperative Extension of Westchester County (CCE/WC) is a 501 (c) 3 non- profit organization.  The number of scholarships that we are able to provide is based on the level of contributions we receive each year.  CCE/WC is deeply committed to seeking grants and donations to provide high level of quality educational programs to Westchester County residents.  While we sometimes receive more requests than we are able to fill and have to turn down some potential applicants, we do stretch these limited funds as far as possible to accept as many children as we can.

Selection Criteria

We select children whose families are below the Federal poverty line (see income guidelines below), or who are unable to pay the full cost.  In selecting our scholarship recipients, we seek to grant scholarships to children who have an interest in science and environmental issues.

Income Guidelines

Cornell Cooperative Extension of Westchester County uses the Federal Government’s USDA income guidelines in order to determine eligibility for CCE/WC programs.  Below is the income chart according to family size.  Income is verified by providing a copy of your family’s most recent tax return.
